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FRom FIRE CHIEF
Dan DiREenzo:

In 2022, the Bellmawr Fire
Department provided service to our
community by responding to more
than 4,000 emergency calls for service
(1,136 fire incidents and 2,865 EMS
incidents), focusing on emergency
preparedness through our Office
of Emergency Management, and
conducting over 200 fire inspections
and investigations through our Fire
Marshal’s Office.

The Bellmawr Fire Department
continues to change and evolve.
This leads us to seek new cost-
effective approaches to providing
continued assistance resulting from
consolidation of resources, shared
services, and reduction of assets.

As a result of these initiatives and
the continued support of our Mayor
and Borough Council, the most
notable improvement began on May
1, 2022 with the implementation of
around-the-clock staffing plan. This
guarantees fire service responses
24 hours a day, 7 days a week with
a minimum of three firefighters on-
duty at all times. A primary EMS
unit is in-service at all times and it is
supplemented by a second EMS unit
during peak call volume times five
days a week.

The ability to develop and
implement these staffing plans has
significantly enhanced the safety of
our residents and business owners
within our community. Our dedicated
personnel remain nimble, creative
and resilient, which is what makes
me so proud of each member of our
department.

As we move into 2023, we will
continue to raise the bar and develop
new cost-effective initiatives to
increase our ability to better serve our
community. Thank you all again and
we look forward to providing you with
our services.



SNow ALERT

Our Public Works Department
is working hard to make driving
safer and easier in snowy weather
conditions. Borough trucks may
plow your street several times during
these inclement times. As snow rolls
off our plows, it will accumulate in
driveway aprons and on sidewalks.
Please understand that this is
unavoidable and we apologize for any
inconvenience you may experience
while clearing your driveway after
the plows have passed.

To ensure safety of pedestrians,
residents must remove snow from
sidewalks following a snowfall.
During recent storms the Public
Works Department observed and
notified residents using snowblowers
to blow all snow on lawn areas. Also,
we ask that residents do not shovel
the snow back on to the street. Please
throw snow back onto lawn areas
towards your homes. Once an area
is plowed curb to curb, that area is
considered finished and will not be
plowed again if snow is being thrown
back into the street.

* Here are some helpful hints to make
“snow” business less frustrating:

*Shovel the snow to the right of
your driveway (facing the street,
left when facing your home) to
minimize the amount of snow
entering your driveway.

eIf possible, wait until borough
trucks have made at least three
passes on your street before clearing
your driveway.

*If possible, do not park cars on the
street from one hour after snow has
continuously fallen until 12 hours
after snow has stopped. This speeds
the removal process and prevents
cars from being snowed in.

Please remove portable basketball
courts from the street of parking
strip. The borough is not responsible
for any damages incurred due to
plowing. Facts: It takes sunlight
and traffic in addition to salt and
sand to completely remove ice and
compacted snow from roadways.
The average car length is 14 feet.
If parked on the street during a
snowstorm, the area that would have
to be shoveled to park in front of a
clean curb is 42 feet. The average
driveway apron is 12 feet. A total of
30 feet of non-shoveling area would
be gained if residents who have
driveways use them. We thank you
for your cooperation.

The Bellmawr Police Department
has purchased the LifeVac devices for
the patrol vehicles. When the officers
are receiving their updated CPR
certification, they will also be trained
in the use of this device.

LifeVac is a non-powered, non-
invasive airway clearance device
developed for resuscitating a victim
with airway obstruction. The
department felt that having these
devices in the patrol vehicles would
be a great benefit for the community
if the need should arise for their use.
