FRoM THE BELLMAWR OFFICE OF EMERGENCY IVIANAGEMENT

Thunderstorms can occur any time of year in New Jersey. However, severe thunderstorms
generally occur during the warmer months of March through October. Here are a couple of
tips for our residents to keep in preparation for impending storms.

Know the warning signs: Look for darkening skies, dark and towering clouds, flashes of
light, or increasing wind. Listen for thunder. If you can hear thunder, you are close enough
to the storm to be struck by lightning and should go to a safe shelter immediately.

The National Weather Service issues a Severe Thunderstorm Watch when a severe
thunderstorm is likely to develop soon. This is the time to locate a safe place in the home
and tell family members to watch the sky and listen to the radio or TV for more information.

A Severe Thunderstorm Warning is issued when a severe thunderstorm has been sighted
or indicated by weather radar. At this point, the danger is very serious. Everyone should go
to a safe place, turn on a battery-operated radio or TV and wait for the “all clear” from the
authorities.

Stay away from storm-damaged areas. Avoid putting yourself at risk from the residual
effects of thunderstorms. Watch out for fallen power lines and report them immediately.
Reporting potential hazards will get the utilities turned off as quickly as possible, preventing
further hazard and injury.

LocaL RoAbwAys

McClelland Avenue from Creek

Fund. Contractor: American Asphalt.
Engineer: Bach Associates.

East Maple Avenue reconstruction
from Lewis Avenue to Braisington
Avenue will begin in late Summer
2023. The roadway will have ADA ramp
installations, along with select curb,
sidewalk, and apron replacements
followed by milling and paving. This
project has been funded through
Bellmawr’s 2022 Capital Improvement
Fund and will be completed utilizing
Bellmawr Highway Division employees.

Maloney Court will be reconstructed
in Fall 2023. The roadway will have ADA
ramp installations, select curb, sidewalk,
and apron replacements followed by
milling and paving. This project has
been funded through Bellmawr’s 2022
Capital Improvement Fund and will be
completed utilizing Bellmawr Highway
Division employees.
